Now that you’ve downloaded the press release here are a few simple rules to get you started. 

1. Change all the highlighted items in yellow to your Region’s specific information.

2. For the age range of your Region, remember don’t put U-6 to U-19. Instead put in five to 18. People outside of AYSO might not understand what U-6 means. 

3. Write out any numbers less than 10 and use digits for anything greater than ten.

Correct: With AYSO’s Everyone Plays philosophy, every player, aged five to 18, is guaranteed to play a minimum of half of every game. 

Incorrect: With AYSO’s Everyone Plays philosophy, every player, aged 5 to 18, is guaranteed to play a minimum of half of every game. 
4. If you have more than one registration day, AYSO has provided a second press release template. Please remember to use the second template ONLY for your second registration day. It is written specifically for a second date.

5. You will be able to send this release to all your local neighborhood papers, radio stations and TV stations, but first check with those outlets to see how they like to receive their information. Some will request it to be faxed, while others will request it to be e-mailed. If e-mail is the preferred method of delivery, make sure they accept attachments.

6. Each newspaper also has a calendar section, so remember to get your registration day listed in that. There are two ways to do this:

A. Visit your local media outlets Web site. Once on the Web site, look for either the “Life & Culture” or Calendar section. You may be able to submit your event information electronically.

B. You can also call your local news outlet. When you call, ask for the Calendar section, and have all your information ready and available. Remember, if you are calling, call as far in advance as you can. For most printed calendars, the deadline is usually a month prior to the actual event.
C. Remember, newspapers aren’t the only place with calendar listings. Local TV and radio stations have listings on their Web sites as well.
